Discuss grant application and plans for 2005/2006

Community Action and Pride (CAP) Grant applications are due at the end of February, and must show a 50% contribution in volunteer time or cash donation from residents.  Grant dispersements will be received by April 29 for the period of April 2005 through May 2006.

Rejected ideas: 1) Dumpster Day since there doesn’t seem to be a real need at this time, and 2) United Neighborhoods membership (which costs $150) for basic liability insurance since the liability insurance does not cover any events with food.

Ideas of interest: 1) Neighborhood Picnic (approximate cost $600), 2) Daffodil Planting Days (daffodils were planted at Starbird last year), 3) Halloween safety centers where a several safety center would be identified within the neighborhood and sponsorship of a safety center ($250), 4) Emergency Response Classes from San Jose Prepared (Approx. $40 per person, and 5) Landscape projects, such as trimming bushes on Williams at Camellia/Hibiscus, litter cleanup.

Future grant possibilities: Survey of neighborhood liquid amber trees with removal of dead trees and planting where there are none.  This would require a higher level of participation from the neighborhood.

Gina Castillo and Lori Kahn will work to submit the grant application.
