1.  Meeting started with a discussion about need for PNA to become more self-sufficient so that we don’t rely on CAP grants. 5. FINANCES We will move money that is PNA’s into savings to separate our money from CAP grant. New officers will go to the bank on 9/3 at 3:30 to sign for the account. Johanna will call bank to see if Caroline needs to go, too.

6.  Congratulations to Lori who was selected to be one of the new neighborhood commissioners in District 1!

7.  Caroline made a motion that Barbara Prince be elected as new treasurer. Belinda seconded the motion and there was unanimous approval.  The by-laws state that the officers should check the finances when they are transferred to a new treasurer. We will do that at the beginning of the next meeting.

8. We discussed hosting a clean-up day ($40 available for pizza and refreshments after) and having it the same morning as bulb-planting, Nov. 1, to beautify a school area.  Jenny will call the Moreland schools to get approval and determine the location. No insurance is needed. Johanna will get the equipment for clean-up. We talked about having street ambassadors contact people and get RSVPs. Is there a way to sign up online?

9.  The next quarterly meeting will be Thursday November 13.

10. Lori will check on whether the City of San Jose is sponsoring Halloween safety centers again.

11. Next PNA officers meeting will be Tuesday, September 23. Ambassadors will be invited to come at 7:30 to help with planning for upcoming events.

12. Lori updated us about the old farm house at Williams and Hibiscus which was deemed a historic structure with a low structure of merit score. The owner does not want to alter his development plans from what he got previously approved.  The Councilmember is working to get the structure of merit designation removed.   

13. We discussed upcoming classes and meetings. There is a Sept 13 Emergency Preparedness fair at Strawberry Park.  Johanna suggested we get info out to the neighborhood via the ambassadors.
