Donation bucket should be available at every event, for example, the BBQ. $15 for dues is good.  VistaPrint.com is good for free business cards for the association. Belinda will look into. 501C3 designation—only needed for large donations.  Target and Lucky give to community groups but we need to find out the restrictions. Partnering with businesses for specific events is a good idea.  Newsroom.com—put their link on your website and get money for each click.  Use door-hangers instead of fliers.  E-waste event by NAC has earned $2000 in the past. Lori will find out which company they use from Tim Quigley at the volunteer center.  Belinda attended code enforcement and disaster prep sessions.
