Primrose Neighborhood Association Officers Meeting

Jan. 15, 2009, 7:00 – 8:30 pm

1. Belinda reported on the Blackford NAC meeting she attended on 1/8/09. She said that in general, the profits from e-waste fundraisers are much lower than previously. 

2.  Lori reported on the most recent D1 Leadership meeting on Jan 10th. She said that the Fresh and Easy store liquor permit was approved and was supported by the Blackford NAC and Hathaway Park NA.  There have been petty thefts recently in the Murdock-Moreland Park West areas, mostly from garages and unlocked cars. Even though the SJ tax revenues are down, the city will be adding to the police department and there will be no cuts to the fire department.  

3.  On Jan. 24 there will be a city budget priority meeting, and a PNA representative is needed. Barbara said that she would attend.

4.  We discussed getting new Neighborhood Watch groups together, especially for Manzanita, which doesn’t have one.  The meeting is limited to 20 people in order to keep it effective.  In the past, it was necessary to have greater than 50% on the street to attend in order to qualify for a permanent sign. Everyone who attends still received a placard for the window.  We will put this on the agenda for the February Quarterly Meeting.

5. We agreed that Jenny would be the PNA representative to attend the District 1 Leadership training meetings held every other month. The next meeting is March 14.

6. We talked about getting signs to announce PNA events, and decided that it would be good to get 5 signs of the A-frame type. Jenny will do further research and order them.

7.  Barbara reported that we have about $160 left from SJ prepared and $565 left from the dumpster day.  Lori discussed the e-waste fundraiser that she is coordinating with Lorie Laird who is the EDS PTO co-president and ambassador on Manzanita along with officers from the Strawberry Park NA and Easterbrook NA who she met at the D1 Leadership meeting in January.  They are looking at March 21st to hold it at EDS perhaps including Salvation Army too.  The detail to work out is the percentage split between the 4 groups.  Lori suggested it be a flat percentage based on the population outreach of each group.
8. We discussed upcoming events for PNA. Jenny will contact her Master Gardener friend about speaking at the Feb. meeting. Johanna will see about getting someone to talk about Neighborhood Watch. We’d like to do National Night Out again, but this time perhaps have each street do a potluck ice cream social.  That would be early August. We’d like to also have a barbecue at the end of June, possibly June 20, Saturday. June 21 is Father’s Day.

9. We decided to invite all ambassadors to a dinner on January 28 at Jenny’s house. The purpose of the dinner is to get to know each other, talk about what ambassadors can do, how to publicize events, and talk about future PNA activities.  Details and plans were made. Jenny will get food and Johanna will bring a salad.
